Sub: Scheme for Ex-gratia to ex-employees

Kindly refer to our 10M of even number dated 23.12.03 (CR No.32/2003) on the above subject. As per clause- 3 of the Scheme, it has also been decided to pay the differential amount to those ex-employees, who superannuated after introduction of SBF Scheme but are drawing lesser pension than the ex-gratia amount indicated in the Scheme.

It has also been clarified vide our IOM of even number dated 23.2.04 (CR No. 12/2004) that the amount of pension being drawn by the ex-employee either from the Govt. or a public sector undertaking immediately before joining service in roc will be deducted while working out the ex-gratia amount payable to him.

In this connection, we may like to inform that while deducting the pension amount for working out the ex-gratia amount, we have to take into consideration only the basic pension being drawn by him as on 30th Nov. 2003. The DA relief drawn by the ex-employee will not be counted for the above purpose.
