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Entitlements linked to classification of cities
Entitlements of employees for some of the benefits/facilities are linked to classification of cities (primarily fixed for payment of HRA).  The classifications are notified by the Government from time to time. Government has recently reviewed and clubbed the cities in three categories, namely, ‘X’, ‘Y’ & ‘Z’ depending upon the population. Consequently, cities earlier classified as ‘A’, ‘B-1’ & ‘B-2’ class cities have now been clubbed together and are placed in ‘Y’ category. 

The bed entitlement of employees in hospitals under Medical Rules and entitlement towards reimbursement of expenses incurred on admission of school going children of employees under transfer under Rules on Transfer Benefits are presently fixed under two categories, namely, “Metro/A class cities” and “Other Cities”.  In view of re-classification of cities as explained in the preceding para, it has been decided to revise the existing categories as under:
