Sub: Post Retirement Medical Attendance Scheme (PRMAS) 

As per provision under PRMAS, the follow-up treatment in case of Heart Surgery / Kidney Transplant / Cancer treatment taken in a nominated hospital is considered as a part of hospitalization for a maximum post-hospitalization period of 5 years from the date of discharge from hospital after first admission. The reimbursement of domiciliary expenses is allowed on a sliding scale i.e. 100% during 1st year, 80% during 2nd year, 70% during 3rd year, and 60% during 4th & 5th years.

Upon review, it has been decided to allow post-hospitalization follow-up domiciliary treatment in a nominated hospital as hospitalization expenses in the case of Kidney transplant and Cancer treatment for 100% reimbursement of the admissible claims without any restriction on the period of such treatment.

The existing regulations for heart surgery cases would, however, continue without any change.  
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
